Parent volunteer matching funds – I had a parent who works for Kingsford Charcoal.  I filled out a form verifying his volunteer hours for us and got a check for over $300.  It’s worth checking into with any corporations in your area to see if they have a similar program.

Space Grant Consortium – Grants up to $5,000.  Expenses for student programs (robotics, bottle rocket competitions).  Expenses to attend conferences.  Find equipment to use in the classroom (used from colleges and universities).

Gear-Up – equipment, computers, after-school programs, transportation to competitions, career-based activities.
