Using Image J software to create movies of MND images
(PC version)
You can create Quicktime movies of the MND data images by using a freeware image processing package called ImageJ.  To learn about the capabilities of ImageJ, it is suggested that you try one of the Earth Exploration Toolbook (http://serc.carleton.edu/eet/) chapters that uses ImageJ to visualize, animate, and analyze data.  (Whither Arctic Sea Ice?, Analyzing the Antarctic Ozone Hole, Annotating Change in Satellite Images, Exploring and Animating GOES Images, Measuring Distance and Area in Satellite Images)  You will find that you can make a "stack" and animate it with any group of images that are the same size. To create Quicktime movies with ImageJ you will need the Quicktime plugin which includes Quicktime Writer.  Follow the steps below to create movies from your data.
1. Download and install ImageJ software from http://rsbweb.nih.gov/ij/download.html  Record where you saved ImageJ - Desktop, C-drive, etc.
2. Obtain the Quicktime plugin from http://rsbweb.nih.gov/ij/plugins/qt-capture.html  Download this plugin into the plugin folder for ImageJ.  This folder can be found in the Image J folder that you saved in step #1.  It is important that this plugin is saved in this folder rather than in some random location on your computer.  
3. Back at My NASA Data save a time series of the data you are interested in visualizing.  For instance if you want to make a movie of how the Pacific equatorial wind vectors change before, during, and after and El Nino event, save one image per month for the twelve months surrounding the El Nino event.
4.  While in ImageJ open each image from step #3 in sequential order, and then convert them to a "stack" by going to "Images" then "Stacks" then "Convert Images to Stack."  If all the images are the same size, this should work.  You will get an error message if one of the images is a slightly different size.  If that is the case, change the size of the image that's the different size.  You can animate this stack if you'd like.  

5.  To create the Quicktime movie, go to "File" then "Save as" and then "Quicktime Movie."  Save it in an obvious location.  If the plugin is working correctly, then you should now have a movie of your images saved on your computer.  If it doesn't work, try using Google to troubleshoot the problem.
