Using the linear regression functionality on a graphing calculator (TI-84 Silver Plus)
This document provides detailed instructions on how to use the linear regress capability found on most graphing calculators.  For the purposes of this document the data must be input into the graphing calculator via Lists.  The last page contains a picture that highlights important keys on the graphing calculator that may be used in the following instructions.
1. Ensure that your graph looks linear.

(The markers used are irrelevant.)

Do the following: 
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2. Open the STAT menu.
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3. Move cursor to CALC. 


4. Select LinReg(ax+b),

Select Function
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Choose Y1, 
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5. Shows the original graph,

with the regression line plotted.
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
